India is suffering from a severe drought, and farmers are unable to pay taxes to the
British. She learns about a new leader of the people, a man named Gandhi, who starts a political
movement and practices satyagraha-non-violent protest against the colonists as well as the caste
system. The quiet strength ofsatyagraha may liberate her country. Could she use the same path to

liberate herself?

This is the story of Leela who is a young girl (12) in India at the time of the initial rise of Gandhi. She
is about to be married and enjoys the pleasures of her caste and is spoiled by her parents. Her
cares focus mostly on new bangles and clothes. When her husband dies she becomes a widow and
has a difficult time to adjusting to the restrictions that this places on her life- dull clothes, no jewelry,
shorn head and restrictions to her family home for a year.
