I donÃ¢Â€Â™t think IÃ¢Â€Â™ve ever been this confounded when reviewing a book. I am an ardent

Linda Howard fan; I believe I have read everything sheÃ¢Â€Â™s written, including the novellas and

lesser-known stories from her earliest writing days. After reading TROUBLEMAKER, I peeked at a

number of sites to determine if my surprise in the story was shared by others. I found an

overwhelming amount of support for the impressions that were also my own.This story is promoted

as Ms. HowardÃ¢Â€Â™s standard Ã¢Â€Â“ romantic suspense. Although her novels have varying

ratios of page time spent on character development, relationship, suspense, romantic tension, sex,

mystery, etc., despite my preferences for more of less of each area of focus, I have enjoyed each of

her books tremendously.TROUBLEMAKER loses all of the magic found in telling a balanced story,

which Ms. Howard provided effortlessly in her other novels. This is not a romantic suspense story;

its tone is radically and irrevocably affected by the authorÃ¢Â€Â™s blatantly overemphasized

depictions of every action, reaction, and imagined thought process of the female protagonist

BoÃ¢Â€Â™s dog, Tricks. I honestly do not know how to explain the depth of imbalance and

narrative harm caused by this unchecked inclination in which the author indulged. It was is if the

author could not control her need, which often read as obsessive, to not just include Tricks in every

scene, but to literally write every scene around the dog. Tricks actually becomes the relationship

surrogate for Bo and Morgan, the male lead, as we read uncomfortable scenes in which the

protagonists seem to be able to express feelings and desires only when they express themselves

through the dog. Bo could not even admit her initial interest in Morgan in any way other than her

reactions to his interactions with Tricks. When there is eventually sexual intimacy between Bo and

Morgan (about two-thirds into the book), we think that there is finally a major action which does not

center around the dog, only to learn as Morgan, not yet disengaged from Bo, turns his head to see

that Tricks has somehow snuck back into the bedroom, is standing with her muzzle lying on the

bed, watching them with her brows Ã¢Â€Âœbeaded above her eyesÃ¢Â€Â¦the accusation in her

eyes as she stared ( ) was plain.Ã¢Â€Â• This is the dog! Tricks does the same thing the next

morning, muzzle on bed, Ã¢Â€Âœstaring accusingly at them.Ã¢Â€Â• Conversation on Ã¢Â€Âœthe

morning afterÃ¢Â€Â• begins not about their relationship, but about getting caught by Ã¢Â€Âœthe

kid(s).Ã¢Â€Â• At other times, the feelings assigned to the dog and Bo are so entwined that the

reader struggles to identify if the pronoun Ã¢Â€ÂœsheÃ¢Â€Â• is referring to the dog or to Bo. As

much as I did like the characters, the author did not let us get to know them; the reader drowns in

the Ã¢Â€ÂœdogologyÃ¢Â€Â• on every page.Because the dog is part of every interaction, even when

the protags are thinking about their feelings for each other, the reader is left with a confused and

only partial understanding of the relationship between Bo and Morgan. Often we are told what Tricks



must be thinking or feeling, and examples are provided time and again of TricksÃ¢Â€Â™ ability to

interpret English at the level of a 4-year old child, inferring that she is actually fluent in English as a

receiver, hence deserving explanations, apologies for perceived insults (such as Morgan occupying

her seat), and exhibiting reciprocal behaviors such as taking away the seat of a human on a couch

in retaliation for the human occupying her usual seat in a car. The descriptions of every motion and

position of the dog, every feeding described in mundane detail, repetitive depictions of

TricksÃ¢Â€Â™ ball playÃ¢Â€Â¦basically every single thing the dog does, and every observation of

each of those things by BoÃ¢Â€Â¦.I just donÃ¢Â€Â™t know how on earth an editor allowed this to go

unchecked. We are missing huge portions of what should be rising action in this story, because it

has so much Tricks filler; the narrative suffers horribly from this imbalance.All this while, as we are

taken on a bizarre hybrid of dog and people story, we lose all of the character development, tension,

and relationship drama between Bo and Morgan. The most interesting segments of the book, few

and far between, happen far away from Bo and Tricks, such as the opening scenes when we get to

know Morgan and witness his attack, and at the end of the story when we again hear from

MorganÃ¢Â€Â™s perspective, in which the absence of the dog in MorganÃ¢Â€Â™s activities is a

relief to the reader. Morgan was by far the most interesting character in the story, and the other,

highly likeable characters, were unfortunately under-developed and one-dimensional. Many

reviewers called this story a tale of small-town life rather than romantic suspense, but I donÃ¢Â€Â™t

believe we got enough development there either, just snapshots of stereotypical small-town

caricaturesÃ¢Â€Â¦although all of the characters were interesting and I would have greatly enjoyed

true development of their personalities and actions. For me, the book blurb publicizing

TROUBLEMAKER as Ã¢Â€Âœa thrilling, fast-paced novel of romantic suspenseÃ¢Â€Â• was an

inaccurate depiction of this story.Perhaps Ms. Howard felt the desire to write a dog tale; if so,

thatÃ¢Â€Â™s a noble endeavor and there is much readership for that subject, but this book is not

that. Since the days of Marley and Me, there have been dozens of bestselling novels detailing the

lives of beloved animals and the humans who love them. Unfortunately TROUBLEMAKER is a

chimera of two very different story structures, with its two human protagonists fighting for their

identity on every page, while Tricks did her best to completely (and successfully) dominate the

story.I can live with the ratio of dozens : one for Linda Howard books which IÃ¢Â€Â™ve enjoyed,

and IÃ¢Â€Â™ll happily await her next novel, hoping that it will be the balanced story IÃ¢Â€Â™ve

come to expect and appreciate from her, and that publicity will describe it accurately as it is

writtenÃ¢Â€Â¦whether it be with human or animal protagonists.



The story starts out well, introducing us to Morgan Yancy, a paramilitary operative. He's injured in a

surprise attack but can't figure out why he was targeted. He's sent to recover in the home of

Isabeau "Bo" Maran, the police chief in a small town. A relationship develops very slowly between

them, with Bo's dog Tricks as the third protagonist. Tricks made me smile whenever she was

mentioned in the book. At this point, the suspenseful part of the book pretty much disappears until

the end. We are instead involved in a story of small town life. There's nothing wrong with that,

unless you are expecting a real thriller. To give you an idea, there are 27 chapters in the book - the

first 2 concern Morgan and the attack and the last 3 wind up that part of the story. The other 22

chapters are about the town of Hamrickville, the residents and goofy occurrences police chief Bo

has to deal with. The 3 stars are really because the blurb on the back of the book had me expecting

a different story. The visit to Hamrickville was pleasant as was the romance between Morgan and

Bo. Just be aware that this is a visit to a small town in West Virginia with a little suspense thrown in -

not a real suspense story.

I am a huge Linda Howard fan. Have read all of her books. This one would not rank anywhere near

the top. Not much suspense. If you are not a dog lover, you would not like Tricks (who plays center

stage). I will never give up on Linda Howard nonetheless.

Appears to be an expanded update of Diamond Bay. It reads nearly identical and would have been

better received as a Harlequin. I found it to be a complete waste of money.

Linda Howard is one of my favorite authors; however, this book missed the mark by quite a bit. I

think the primary problem with this one is the ridiculous amount of focus on the dog, Tricks. When I

read fiction, I do it to escape from reality for a little while, so I like an engaging, suspenseful story

with well-developed characters (particularly regarding the main characters). For me, the day to day

drudgery of dealing with dogs or kids isn't appealing in fiction because it's too much like the reality

that most of us deal with all the time. Dogs are pets that require a great deal of time, attention, and

work (if they are treated properly). I have one, so I know whereof I speak. I like dogs, and Linda

Howard obviously does too, which is great. I don't want to read a book about someone's devotion to

a dog, though. This book could have been great if the focus had totally been on Morgan and Bo.

Tricks didn't add anything to the story, and in fact, detracted from it because pretty much everything

was about the dog in some way. Just not my idea of escapism entertainment.



I expect a great deal more from this author whom I've been reading for years. Where was the

suspense? The action? Although some of the dialog and characters were great as usual. It was long

on very descriptive pages of sex and short on plot. I'm no prude, but really! Who is her target

audience now? Maybe I've outgrown her? Or her or this genre. A couple of her older books are

some of my "go-to" books when I want pure entertainment and enjoyment and always will be, such

as, Veil of Night and Mr. Perfect. Please, will the former Linda Howard come back! And ditto for

some of my other romantic suspense writers.

This book is 3/4 about throwing a ball to a dog and the dogs eating schedule! Maybe 25 pages of

suspense?! Don't waste your $. If you have to read it go to the library and check it out for free.

Disappointed. Linda Howard has written better books. The plot is weak. Bo's (female character)

relationship with her step brother is totally unbelievable. Much of the book is focused on Tricks, the

dog genius. I like dogs, but I don't want to know what the dog eats, when the dog eats, how the dog

reacts to everything, etc. I was looking for a relationship story between a man and woman. I suggest

you pass on this one unless you want a story about a dog.
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
