It seems heA¢A A™s created a method of mind control reminiscent of Manchurian
Candidate wickedness.Jane, with her husband dead at the hands of this evil faction and her son in
hiding, must singlehandedly keep one step ahead of her pursuers and the FBI who are tracking
down one of their own whoA¢A A™s stepped over the line. She is being chased by the enigmatic
A¢A AceTheyA¢A A.. The people who have done all of the bad stuff since the start of time.

A¢A AceTheyA¢A A- who are willing to
go to great lengths of rid the world of anything that is not within the bounds of their conspiracy.Jane
befriends some unseemly characters who help her in the flight across country using her skills as a
well-trained FBI agent.
