I've been to Walt Disney World several times (5>10) and have used several guides over the years.
However, none has come close to "The Unofficial Guide to Walt Disney World". It is by far the best
guide I've used. It is complete with maps, touring plans (that can save you hours of standing in line
for rides), and tips and tricks that are tried and true. Remember, it is a guide, and the suggestions
are just that; but the suggestions are spot on every time.
