Stick with an earlier edition for a
fraction of the price and a) it doesn’t have the gimmicks of the new e-book technology, and b) in
terms of content, it's pretty much the same thing, as long as you get something like the 9th or 10th
edition. The older editions are also okay, though they may not include much information on new film
technologies. As someone who teaches an introductory film course and decided to go with the 10th
edition, | can say that | looked closely at the new edition and did not find it worth the price. The book
itself, of course, is the standard introductory book for anyone who wants to learn to notice
audiovisual details in a film, and has been so for more than 2 decades. You just don’t need the

newest edition.
