This book
takes one of the central issues of the "culture wars"--teen sexuality and pregnancy and deals with it
in a decidedly non-political way. That’s important--because ultimately these decisions and life-pivots
are all made one at a time, by individual people arriving at the best choice for them at that time. This

story fosters empathy and compassion--highly recommended.
