Hugh ThomsonA¢A A™s latest publication, Two Men and a Mule: The Last City of the Incas, is a
brief account of an expedition to Peru undertaken by Hugh with fellow explorer Benedict Allen and a
sympathetic mule called Washington. The short work gives a brief reprise of some of

which they travel down from the high Andes towards the basin and EspA ritu Pampa, the pampa of
ghosts, the very last city of the Incas, built at the lowest level of the cloud forest, almost in the
jungle. It was here that Tupac Amaru and his pregnant wife were captured by the conquistadores
and later brutally executed.History comes alive in the current day experiences of the three intrepid
explorers. They meet many interesting characters on the way. At one point, they stayed at the home
of Don Juvenal Cobos, who helped American explorer Gene Savoy uncover Espiritu Pampa in
1964.1 have memories of eating in the Andes what seemed to be dog and dishwater soup out of
cracked blue plastic bowls. Benedict has learnt to be tolerant in his eating habits, so the local
delicacy of guinea pig is no problem: A¢A Acel did try camel once.
