Its

most intense and long-lasting expression was in France, but its reach was broadâ€“from a pavilion

built by Catherine II in Russia to the Turkish tents erected along the Elbe to celebrate a royal

marriage in Dresden in 1719; from an ivory statuette of a janissary created for King Augustus II of

Poland to the costumes worn for a carnival celebration in Rome in 1748. The book is organized into

eight thematic and chronological chapters that concentrate on particular subjects, such as painting,

tents, interiors, and costumes and settings for the stage. In all, this splendid volume enables the

reader to indulge in the whimsies and fancies of the European elite of the eighteenth century. 270
