There were frantic gallopings across France, sword fights in front of
besieged German fortresses, and a deadly burning of Voltaired ™s books by the public executioner
at the base of the grand stairwell of the Palais de Justice in Paris. The pair survived court intrigues
at Versailles, narrow escapes from agents of the king, a covert mission to the idyllic lakeside retreat
of Frederick the Great of Prussia, forays to the royal gambling tables (where Emilie put her
mathematical acumen to lucrative use), and intense affairs that bent but did not break their
bond.Along with its riveting portrait of Voltaire as a vulnerable romantic, Passionate Minds at last
does justice to the supremely unconventional life and remarkable achievements of Emilie du
ChAgteleta “including her work on the science of fire and the nature of light. Long overlooked, her
story tells us much about womena ™s lives at the time of the Enlightenment.
