In addition to her

individual skills, she was an excellent team player, helping her teammates achieve a four-year

record of 107-46 (.700). She is one of only three GW volleyball players to make the NCAA



All-Northeast Region team. Thompson has run in five marathons and continued playing competitive

volleyball after graduating from GW. She participated in the Open, AA and A Divisions of the

Chesapeake Region (USA Volleyball), earning all-tournament honors in '95 and '96. She played her

final tournament in April, 2011 so she could focus on coaching her daughter, Julia. Thompson lives

in Warrenton, Virginia with her husband, four children, three dogs and a parakeet and is a licensed

massage therapist and certified personal trainer. She works as the Registrar at the local high school

and coaches both high school JV and U12 travel teams.
